• Carry out all trash 

 - Including pet waste

 - Including human waste 

and toilet paper (unless 

using a campsite privy)

• Keep pets under control 

• Fires at designated 

campsites only & only 

within the fire rings

 - Do not cut or break tree 

limbs, dead or alive

 - Leave no fire unattended

 - Completely extinguish 

all fires

• Camp at established sites

 - Campsites are boat access 

only, no trail access

 - Free registration online 

for campsites (maximum 

2 nights)

 - Shallow primitive privy 

provided, please follow 

signs

• Please respect the privacy 

of preserve neighbors

• Please leave no trace

• Ticks can carry Lyme and other 
diseases that are a health risk to 
people and pets 

• Use EPA-registered insect 
repellents on your skin and 
clothing

• Inspect yourself, your clothes, and 
pets for ticks

• Shower and wash clothes soon 
after being outdoors

• Contact your doctor if a rash  
develops near a tick bite 

• Pets must be kept under  
control  at all times

• Please pick up and carry out all 
pet waste 

• This property is open to hunting

• Wear blaze orange during  
hunting season

• Hunting is not permitted  
on Sundays  
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
